The University of Leeds is a truly international university. We have links with over 600
institutions worldwide and over 6,000 international students study with us each year.

Our single-site campus is conveniently located, a short 10 minute walk to the city centre
providing access to a vibrant city life and excellent local services and facilities. The city
boasts a lively arts and entertainment scene and hosts a wide variety of shopping facilities.

The University’'s state-of-the art sports and fithess centre, ‘The Edge’ opened its doors in
2010 and is one of the largest and best equipped facilities of its kind at any UK university.
Featuring a swimming pool, 200-station fithess suite, exercise studios, climbing wall and
many other facilities, ‘The Edge’ received a ringing endorsement from the Chinese Olympic
and Canadian Paralympic teams who used the centre for their pre-games training camps
before the London 2012 Games. Leeds will be on the sporting map again in 2014 as the city
hosts the ‘Grand Départ’ of the world’s most famous bike race — the Tour de France.

Academic excellence is at the heart of our university strategy, and internationalisation is key
to that. We take an international view of everything we do, whether that is welcoming
students from other countries, or developing relationships with other universities and
businesses around the world.
